EVENT RULES

1. ALL PLEDGE MONEY must be turned in when the team or individual registers at the event.

2. A copy of the pledge sheet will be made at registration. This is your receipt for all pledges turned in.

3. Suggested minimum pledge amounts tor teams is $500. lhere is no limit (minimum or maximum) to the
number of participants on a team. Teams may register at any time between 12:00 am and 5:00 pm but must
be registered prior to climbing.

4. Minimum pledge amounts for individual participants is $100. Individual participants may register at any
time between 12:00 am and 8:00 pm but must be registered prior to climbing.

5. Participants not meeting the individual or team entry criteria ($100 or $500 minimum in raised funds) may
still climb (for a $25 walk-in donation) but are not eligible for prizes or competitive awards.

6. Awards for most vertical feet climbed and most money raised will be given in both individual and team
categories.

7. All funds raised by teams can be directly applied toward 2009 programming at the Adventure Centre for
that team's designated school.

8. Team Banners may be posted at the event but must be posted by the event staff

9. Climbers will be "on belay" at all times while climbing. Anyone not observing this safety precaution will be
asked to leave the event.

10. No previous climbing experience is required!
